INDO-POLISH PROGRAMME

OF COOPERATION IN SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY


The programme facilitates bilateral cooperation between the scientific communities of two countries by way of joint research projects, bilateral workshops/seminar, exploratory visits of scientist, scientific delegations and composite (scientific and industrial) delegation. Proposals are invited from time to time.

Nodal Implementing Agencies


Department of Science & Technology (DST), Government of India, New Delhi and the Ministry for Scientific Research and Higher Education (MNII), Warsaw are the nodal implementing agencies from the Indian and Polish sides respectively.

Areas of cooperation


The support is available to the broad gamut of scientific areas.  Proposals submitted in national priority areas would be preferred.

Who can apply


Scientists/faculty members working in regular capacity in Universities, national R&D Laboratories/ Institutes and private R&D institutes* can apply under this programme. 

Processing


Joint research projects are required to be submitted to both the nodal agencies by 15th February 2008.  Unilaterally submitted projects shall not be considered. On Indian side, six copies are to be submitted through proper channel to Shri SK Varshney, DST. One copy may please be e-mailed at skvdst@nic.in on MSWord format. On Polish side, proposals could be submitted to Ms Malgorzata Piatek, Counsellor, Department of International Cooperation, Ministry of Scientific Research and Higher Education, Warsaw (malgorzata.piatek@mnisw.gov.pl).  All received proposals are peer reviewed by independent referees, processed independently by both sides and discussed during the Joint Council meeting. On Indian side, all recommended proposals are processed for various governmental clearances. It is expected that all selected projects are likely to receive support from the second quarter of the next financial year. 

Kind of support available


Financial support is available from the respective nodal agency from the two sides for the exchange visit component only as per the financial terms given below:

1.
The sending side (DST or MNISW) shall cover the travel expenses of the visiting personnel up to the capital city of the host country.

2.
The receiving side shall meet the domestic inter-city travel expense in its own country, connected with the agreed programme of the visit and shall pay airport tax wherever necessary.

3.1
In case of visit of Indian scientists to Poland up to 20 days, the Indian scientists shall be provided with a daily allowance @ Zloty 300 a day to cover lodging, boarding, pocket money expenses and local journey. When a visit is of longer duration, than allowance shall be paid in monthly installment at the beginning of each month @ Zloty 6000 a month. For visits periods between 21days to less than a month, the total allowance shall be limited to Zloty 6000/-.

3.2
In case of visit of the Polish scientists to India up to 20 days, the Polish scientists shall be provided with a daily allowance @ Rs 400/- a day to cover boarding, pocket money expenses and local journey. When a visit is of longer duration, the allowance shall be paid in monthly installments @ Rs 8000/- a month. For visit periods between 21days to a month, the allowance shall be restricted to Rs 8000/- only. The Polish scientists shall also be provided free accommodation in Guest House.

3.3
Allowance for visits exceeding a month shall be paid  on the basis of monthly allowance in proportion to the number of days beyond a man-month period.


These are the broad extract of the general and financial terms agreed upon by the Indo-Polish Joint Science & Technology Committee and could be revised during its subsequent meeting.

It is expected that participating institutes themselves support for equipment, manpower, consumables, etc. Further, for scientists belonging to the private sector, only  local hospitality as part of exchange visit, is available.

Expected Project outcome


It is expected that joint research projects in thrust areas will lead to development of patent/ product which could be commercialised and may lead to formation to joint ventures. All publications, patents coming out of these projects, need to be jointly authored by both Indian and Polish scientists.
