Joint Call for Proposals

BASIS 

From  24d  October, 2007 to  20th  December, 2007   is the  open call for inviting  proposals for the  joint research projects between India and Brazil groups, in the framework of Science and Technology Cooperation Agreement concluded  between the  Republic of India and the Federative Republic of Brazil on 22nd July, 1985 and the decisions taken in the 3rd Meeting of Indo Brazil Science Council held in Rio de Janeiro on May 31, 2007. The Cooperation activities between the two Governments shall be coordinated by the Department of Science and Technology, GOI from the Indian side and the National Council for Scientific and Technological Development (CNPq) of Brazil, an agency of the Brazilian Ministry of Science and Technology in partnership with the Brazilian Academy of Sciences (ABC).  Interested Researchers/PIs from academic and R&D institutions from India may submit one electronic copy and 10 hard copies of project proposal in the prescribed format (Performa given below) to the Department of Science & Technology at the address given below. The researchers from Brazil would submit the joint project proposals to CNPq , Brazil.
2.  Objectives: 
To strengthen and to expand cooperation between academic and scientific communities of both the countries making possible the exchange between Indian and Brazilian research groups, under the framework of joint scientific and technological projects, selected by the parties.

Promote the implementation of joint R&D projects and other activities which would help in creating strong bonding between the research centres and enterprises from both countries. 

3.   Cooperation activities

            Cooperation activities include the following:-

· Joint R&D Project

· Joint R&D Workshops, seminars/symposia

· Exchange of senior and junior scientists/researchers for development of joint projects  
4.    Subject Areas of Cooperation
             To begin with, the cooperation activities will be open in the following broad areas:-

· Molecular Sciences and materials;

· Material sciences and engineering including nano sciences;

· Biomedical sciences and biotechnology;

· Physical sciences and mathematics;

· Computer sciences and mathematics;

· Ocean and marine sciences and Technology; and

· Bio Resources for Energy. 
5.  Ways of Cooperation: 

The possible ways of cooperation between the researchers from the two sides have been listed in para 3 above. 
A joint research projects is established by two or more research groups from India and Brazil, with specified objectives to be achieved during the established time frame and could be implemented through the exchange of people as well as sharing of scientific and technical information.

The projects must be submitted by the Project Investigator (PI)/directors (at least one from India and one from Brazil, however, there could be CO-PIs from both sides) properly qualified for undertaking/directing research and in active service to present guarantees for financial resources. Each PI/director must submit the completed application forms to the officer in charge of the cooperation in two countries. The submission of joint applications must be simultaneous in both countries, otherwise they will not be considered. 

The applications must agree in all terms and must include both PIs/directors conformity. 
6.     Project Selection:

The evaluation process will take into account the following criteria:

1. Quality of the Project (creativity and originality, importance of the objectives proposed and expected results, coherence between objectives, methodology and work plan)

2. Competence of Research Group (scientific-technologic competence and capability of the research group, training for researchers, high impact in cooperation training networks)

3. Cooperation (pertinence and opportunity of the missions, background and convenience of the cooperation)

The pertinent evaluation will consider:

1. The General Priorities of the Department of Science and Technology, GOI and the National Council for Scientific and Technological  Development ( CNPq) of Brazil of the Brazilian Ministry of Science and Technology and the Brazilian Academy of Sciences (ABC). 
2. The activities contained in the projects regarding the training of young researchers. 

7.    Duration of the projects: 
The duration for the project is 1 year for exploratory projects and 2 to 3 years for Joint R&D projects. 

Duration of the Visits/ missions:  They could be: 

· short missions: up to 21 days

· long missions: 1 to  3 months

8.     Benefites: 
The grants-in-aid /subsidies given by DST & CNPq will be used/addressed exclusively to cover the trip between India and Brazil of researchers affected to specific tasks of the project:

· The international travel costs to the host country, including the transportation from the capital city/arrival city to the place of visiting, visa charges, airport taxes and the health insurance, will be covered by the sending country.
· The host country will cover the subsistence costs.

These missions must be indicated in the application form, correctly justified, with duration details, days and names of researchers involved. The project approval from both sides will imply the approval of the missions as they are included in the forms, otherwise indicated in the Bilateral Act.

The Indian and Brazil PIs/Directors of the project must present at the end of each mission the activity report attaching the publications generated. This will be the base for approving next year exchanges. 
9.     Time Table for Call for Proposals and Evaluation: 
· Call for proposals  3rd October, 2007 to  10th December, 2007.

· The evaluation process is likely to be completed by the two sides upto 31st March, 2008. 

· The final publication of results on projects selected jointly by the two sides by the end of April, 2008.
· The implementation of the approved projects will be start from May, 2008. 
The projects renovation, next year programme and the analysis of other cooperation activities will be based on the evaluations made by each institution.
