CALL FOR PROPOSALS

INDO-TAJIK PROGRAMME OF COOPERATION

IN SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY
DEADLINE DATE 15 MAY 2007

The Indo-Tajik Programme of Cooperation (POC) in Science and Technology facilitates bilateral cooperation between the scientific communities of the two countries by way of joint research projects, bilateral workshops, seminars, exploratory visits of scientists and training of scientists and researchers. The Department of Science and Technology (DST), Ministry of Science & Technology of India and the Tajik Academy of Sciences (TAS), Republic of Tajikistan are the nodal agencies in India and Tajikistan respectively. 

Areas of cooperation:  Support is available to the following indicative scientific areas: 

· Mathematics; 

· Astronomy;

· Metal Sciences and New Materials;

· Geophysical Instrumentation, Seismology and Earthquake Engineering including its forecasting; 

· Alternate Renewable Energy Sources, including Solar Energy;

· Information Technologies;

· Geology;

· Glaciology;

· Mathematical modeling of climate and climate changes;

· Lasers and plasma in Medicine; 

· Biotechnology;

· development of Traditional Medicines based on herbs and other food products;

       Cooperation in other areas of Science & Technology can, however, be undertaken with mutual consultations between the two nodal agencies.

Who can apply: The joint application must include one principal investigator (PI) each in India and Tajikistan. The PIs have the main responsibility for scientific and financial reporting, which must be done annually before the next disbursement of funding. They are also responsible for the technical as well as administrative co-ordination of the project. The principal Investigator (PI) and other investigators in India and Tajikistan should be Scientists /faculty members working in regular capacity in Government recognized Universities/ Deemed Universities, Academic Institutes and National Research & Development Laboratories/ Institutes. The Indian PI should not be retiring during the proposed duration of the project.

Processing of Project: Joint research projects are required to be submitted to both the nodal agencies by 15th April 2007. Unilaterally submitted projects shall not be considered. Proposals must be presented in English language. On Indian side, eight copies are to be submitted through proper channel to Shri Rajiv Kumar, DST. One copy may please be e-mailed at rajivarc@nic.in on MS Word Format. On Tajik side, proposals could be submitted to Prof. Farshed Karimov, at fhkarim@mail.tj  or farshed_karimov@hotmail.com  All received proposals are peer reviewed by independent referees, processed independently by both sides. Subsequently, the recommended proposals would be considered for implementation by the Joint S&T Committee.  The Joint Committee approved proposals will be funded on two sides according to the terms and conditions of the Programme of Cooperation in Science & Technology. Proposals involving industrial participation will be given preference. All recommended proposals are processed for various governmental clearances. It usually takes about six months time to process the project for approval from various agencies. 
Kind of support available: It is expected that participating institutes themselves make provision for the use of equipment, manpower, consumables, etc. However in deserving cases, incremental costs may also be considered on recommendations of the Project Assessment/ Expert Committees. Financial support available for the exchange visit component is as follows: 

The sending side would provide return international airfare up to the city of place of work in the host country and cover insurance for emergency illness and accident. The receiving side would arrange in-country travel of the visiting scientists from the capital city/city of arrival to the place of the visiting institute by appropriate means and provide local hospitality.

Expected Project Outcome: It is expected that joint research projects in thrust areas will lead to development of patent / product which could be commercialized and may lead to formation to joint ventures. All publications, patents coming out of these projects, need to be jointly authored by both Indian and Tajik scientists.
