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India-Israel Initiative for Industrial Research and Development

(i4RD)
1. INTRODUCTION 

1.1 These guidelines provide information to Indian companies about the procedures and formats required for submitting joint applications for funding under India-Israel Initiative for Industrial Research and Development (i4RD). It also describes the program, application process and selection criteria, and provides other information to assist companies in preparing applications for financial support. 

1.2 Background 

1.2.1 On May, 2005, the Ministry of Science and Technology, Department of Science and Technology, Government of India and the Ministry of Industry, Trade and Labor State of Israel have agreed to form i4RD with a primary aim to support joint industrial R&D projects aimed at development of products or processes leading to commercialization in the global market. The projects should involve at least one Indian and one Israeli company.

1.2.2 Both India and Israel would make available a sum up to US$1 million each year to support industrial R&D projects for commercial application. 

1.2.3 The Department of Science & Technology, New Delhi and MATIMOP on behalf of the Office of the Chief Scientist (OCS) of the Israeli Ministry of Industry, Trade and Labor (MOITAL) are the implementing agencies from the Indian and Israeli side respectively . 

2. APPLICATION AND SELECTION PROCESS REQUIREMENTS 

2.1 Overview 

2.1.1  Both DST and OCS will individually review submitted projects. In India initial review will be conducted by DST to ensure compliance with application requirements. A panel of experts from the relevant sectors will assess each Indian application and submit its assessment to the i4RD Joint Committee (hereinafter referred to as “the Joint Committee”. The Joint Committee, consisting of representatives of both Countries, will recommend the joint projects and the extent of support for them.

2.1.2 Indian applicants of the jointly approved projects will enter into a Funding Agreement with the DST. Similarly Israeli applicants of such projects will enter into a Funding Agreement with MOITAL Israel. In addition they will also enter into a collaboration agreement with each other.  

2.1.3  The DST and MATIMOP/OCS will monitor regularly the performance of all funded projects. 

2.2 Targeted Areas 

Focus will be on biotechnology, nanotechnology, space science and technology, water management and non-conventional energy sources (particularly solar). However, projects in other areas may also be considered on merit.
2.3 Eligibility 

2.3.1 Science and Technology companies that are registered in India and have more than 50% of shareholding by resident / non-resident Indians are eligible for support from DST under i4RD. The applicant company should either have an R&D Centre with valid recognition of the Department of Scientific and Industrial Research (DSIR), Government of India or have access to a Government / Government recognized R&D Centre for the submitted project.

The Israeli companies should meet the eligibility criteria of OCS/ MATIMOP.

2.4 Funding and Expenses 

2.4.1 Financial Support

a) i4RD financial support may be provided in the form of returnable soft loan/ royalty  to the selected projects limited up to an amount equivalent to  US$ 500,000 amount  per project, split between the Indian and Israeli partners 

b) The i4RD financial support may not exceed 50% of the total cost of the project. 

c) The support will be given to each partner by its own Authorities (DST/OCS) in accordance with the national Laws, Rules, Regulations and Procedures in effect.

Deviations may be considered by the Joint Committee for individual projects in cases which demonstrate exceptional potential. 

2.4.2 Contributions from other sources that were allocated for the project according to the business plan submitted to i4RD as part of the application must be dedicated to the project and will be audited as specified in the i4RD Funding Agreement. 

2.4.3 Although projects can start prior to application, costs incurred before an offer of funding is made by DST/ OCS/ MATIMOP and accepted are not eligible. 

2.4.4 Eligible project costs for i4RD funding may include: 

· Personnel costs (specialist research or technical support staff employed directly on the project) including salaries and related employment benefits, but excluding any bonus payments whether performance related or otherwise; 

· Cost of leasing or rental of equipment or instrumentation, or the relevant part of the yearly depreciation on the cost of purchase of an existing equipment/ instrumentation, for the time it is used for the project. (Note: approval for the purchase of capital assets may be considered only in exceptional circumstances); 

· Cost of sub-contracting and consultancy services used exclusively for the project, including project management and evaluation, professional services (legal, accounting) as well as patents or other intellectual property licensed from external sources; and 

· Other operating expenses (e.g. cost of materials, consumables and other supplies; outlays to meet regulatory requirements; business planning; knowledge transfer to industry and other end users and necessary travel). 

(Note: Corporate overheads as well as financial charges are not eligible for funding support). 

2.4.5  i4RD funding cannot be used for the substitution of existing operational costs by firms nor for the costs of manufacturing, sales or marketing of products. 

2.4.6 While project costs are calculated in US dollars, the funding is offered and paid to Indian companies in Indian rupees. The offer is made upon project approval. 

2.5 Repayments (Please refer to clause 4.4).

2.6 The Applicants 

2.6.1 At least two science and technology companies from India and Israel should express a desire to cooperate in the research and development of a new product or a new process.

The project may involve more than one company from each side; academic/research entities are eligible to join as sub-contractors. 

The product should be highly innovative with significant commercial potential. 

The partners should agree in advance on the IP rights and on the commercialization strategy of the product. 

Any partner whose cooperative R&D project is consistent with the aforesaid criteria can apply to the present Call in accordance with the national Laws, Rules, Regulations and Procedures in effect.

2.6.2 Companies applying for i4RD funding must demonstrate that they have ready access to the infrastructure and resources needed to complete their proposed R&D project as well as having the capability of manufacturing and marketing newly developed technologies. 

2.7 The Product 

The product should be highly innovative with significant commercial potential. 

2.8 IP and Commercialisation 

2.8.1 The partner companies should agree in advance on the IP rights and on the commercialisation strategy of the product. 

2.8.2 The application must include preparation of marketing plans between the businesses in India and Israel. These plans must include provisions for the downstream commercialization and distribution of the product or process to be developed and for the protection of intellectual property and other tangible or intangible assets created by the project. 

2.8.3 Applications should include a letter of intent expressing a desire to enter into an agreement based on the terms provided in the application. 

2.8.4 Successful applicants must enter into a binding legal collaboration agreement with their partner company setting out clearly the means by which they will govern and manage the project, including intellectual property management, licensing, location of activities such as research and manufacturing, respective responsibilities and future repayments to the i4RD.  

3 SELECTION CRITERIA 

3.1 Mandatory and Desirable 

3.1.1 The following mandatory selection criteria will apply to all projects: 

· the project must be located in India and Israel and be ready to commence within three months of the initial payment; 

· the partner companies must demonstrate their ability to fund at least 50% of the eligible project costs; 

· a market analysis must be provided for proposed products and services as well as indicative local and regional economic benefits; 

· companies seeking funding must demonstrate financial viability (refer Section 4.3.4); and 

· the company’s board must endorse the path to market strategy proposed to achieve successful commercialization. 

3.1.2 Desirable selection criteria include: 

· demonstration of previous experience in project management, reporting on project delivery, and in evaluating project results; and 

· previous experience in partnering to achieve successful commercialization outcomes. 

3.2 Assessing and Recommending Funding Applications by the Expert Panel 

3.2.1 The selection panel/experts which reviews and assess the funding applications will examine, rank and recommend approving or rejecting applications according to relevant guidelines whilst considering the following criteria: 

· Technological aspect – the level of innovation and novelty of the product, technological barriers, risks and opportunities of the development, creation of intellectual property, potential contribution of the technology to the economy, and more. 

· The business aspect – market needs, contribution to the economy (employment, export, added value, etc’), global market size and expected market share for the company, differentiation from competitors, and more. 

· Companies capabilities – the position of the companies in the sector, capabilities of the research and development team, financial capability, past performance, and more. 

· Clarity of the application and comprehensive information. 

3.2.2 The selection panel/experts will make one of the following recommendations for each project: 

· full or partial approval of the application; 

· rejection of the application; 

· conditional approval of the application; and 

· Postponing the discussion for clarifications, additional information or for any other reason. 

3.2.3 In addition to the above, projects will be assessed and ranked on comparative basis to other applications 

4 PROGRAM PROCESS AND APPLICATION FORMS 

4.1 General 

4.1.1 Applications must be made in the format requested. All completed applications must be received by the deadline for submissions as set out on the DST/OCS website (see: http://www.stic-dst.org or www.dst.gov.in ). DST/OCS reserves the right to introduce changes to reporting requirement prior to the final submission date. Applicants have to follow updating notices on DST/OCS website. 

4.1.2 Collaborative projects submitted for funding will be assessed on merit against the eligibility and selection criteria (outlined in Sections 2 and 3), initially in India and Israel by expert independent assessors, who will then make funding recommendations to the Committee. 

4.1.3 Supporting documentation accompanying applications for i4RD should be provided as indicated in the guidelines. This information can be supported, by additional documentation such as relevant company brochures, reports and the latest company annual report. The i4RD Committee may seek further information from applicants relevant to assessment against the selection criteria. 

4.1.4 Project applications must be endorsed by the Managing Director or Chief Executive of each partner company. 

4.2 Project Application Forms 

4.2.1 Project applications will consist of four parts prepared as A4 size documents. Applications should include a cover page and be written in the format as follows: 

· Part 1 (Executive Summary): This is a one-page summary of the project and must be a stand-alone document. 

· Part 2 (Technical Proposal): This describes the innovation and gives details of the proposed technical approach and contains a Program Plan. 

· Part 3 (Business Plan): Covers the market, commercialization plans, company/company cooperation and benefits, project organization and management plan, and includes a detailed project budget as well as a description of the companies along with resumes of key project personnel. 

· Part 4: This is a cooperation form indicating the understanding reached between the partner companies about their respective roles, rights and responsibilities in the project. (Note: this is not the binding collaboration agreement that the companies will need to sign following project approval and prior to funding provision). 

4.2.2 Applicants may be invited for a presentation and discussion and may be visited by the expert assessors as part of the evaluation process. These presentations/ discussions will provide the i4RD Committee with an opportunity of seeking clarification on issues either presented in or not covered by the applicants’ documentation. 

4.2.3 Successful applicants will enter into a Funding Agreement either with the Indian Government (for Indian-based companies) or with MOITAL (for Israeli-based companies).  The terms and conditions of funding will be the same for each Agreement. 

4.3 Conditions of Funding 

4.3.1 Prior to funding being approved, it is a requirement that partner companies submit to the DST/OCS (MOITAL) a final signed collaboration agreement; and undergo a financial risk assessment. 

4.3.2 Collaboration Agreement: In the event of a successful application, companies will be required to enter into a formal collaboration agreement with each other (e.g. a joint venture agreement). This agreement should address all relevant issues for the project rights and responsibilities including repayment of the financial support, place of manufacturing, share of commercial outcome, licensing, royalties, etc’. Partner companies, and their professional advisers, should take care to ensure that adequate attention is paid to this requirement. 

(Note: the DST/OCS (MOITAL), and any other Indian or Israeli Government staff, will limit their involvement at this stage to providing only arms-length advice). 

4.3.3 The binding legal agreement should establish a clear financial relationship and define the respective contributions to the project, the background intellectual property rights (IPR) already owned by the parties, the ownership and/or licensing of foreground IPR resulting from the partnership, and include terms covering possible dissolution or termination of the partnership including but not limited to any change of ownership, liquidation or receivership of either party. 

4.3.4 Financial Risk Assessment: Indian companies will be required to submit with their application copies of audited accounts covering up to three previous years. Where the annual accounts are more than six months old, up to date interim accounts will be required. In case of publicly listed corporations, a copy of the latest half yearly report will also be required. (Note: the provision of financial statements will apply only to the recipient companies, not to their parent or affiliated companies). 

4.4 Repayment of Funding: The Company receiving the financial support under i4RD must repay the amount to the respective funding agency (DST/OCS) after the project becomes operational. The mode of repayment will be finalized during the project approval.  

4.5 Project Delays 

4.5.1 In case of project delays, variations to the schedule may be negotiated between the DST/OCS (MOITAL) and the project partners. 

4.6 Further Funding and Cost Over-Runs 

4.6.1 Requests for ongoing i4RD support for the same project will not be considered. Project cost overruns must be funded by project partners out of their own additional funds. 

5 FUNDING AGREEMENTS AND SCHEDULES 

5.1 The Offer of Funding 

5.1.1 Once the i4RD Committee has approved the proposal and the partner companies have executed a collaboration agreement, separate parallel Funding Agreements will be entered into between DST and the Indian company and between OCS (MOITAL) Israel and the Israeli company. 

5.1.2 Special terms and conditions may be required in particular cases. 

5.1.3 In case of reorganization of either or both of the partner companies through merger, acquisition, termination, closure etc, the company/ companies will undertake to repay any funds already received or royalty payments due up to a total sum not exceeding 100% of the funds received by the partners, and any outstanding offers of funding may be withdrawn. 

5.1.4 Once signed, the title of the project and its nature, the length of the project, the names of the partner companies who are signatories to the Funding Agreement, and the amount of project approved budget and funding may be made public. However, the content of all applications, including Business Plans, will be treated as confidential. 

5.2 Payment of Funds 

5.2.1 All payments to the Indian company will be made against claims to be submitted by the company to the DST in accordance with the schedules set out in the Funding Agreement. Israeli companies should refer to the OCS (MOITAL) guidelines for payment conditions. 

5.2.2 No funds will be paid until a binding legal collaboration agreement between all partner companies has been executed. 

5.2.3 Payments to Indian companies shall be advanced following receipt of a Tax Invoice and the acceptance by DST of the requisite evidence, reports and documentation as set out in the payment schedule of the Funding Agreement. 

5.2.4 An initial payment may be made at the commencement of the project to cover expenditure incurred in the initial phase of the project. i4RD funding of the project, if approved, begins from the effective start date of the i4RD project, which would not be earlier than the date of the approval letter from DST/OCS. 

5.2.5 All claims for funding installments (with the exception of the initial payment) must be accompanied by a Statutory Declaration evidencing expenditure on the project to the DST/OCS(MOITAL)  Office’s satisfaction. 

6 SUBMISSIONS OF APPLICATIONS
6.1 Application Process 

6.1.1 Applications must be submitted in hard copy and a CD as follows: 

6.1.2 Ten (10) single-sided hard copies of the completed and signed Application form are required. In addition a CD with all the application material in MSWORD format should be provided. 

6.1.3 The applications should be addressed to:

6.1.4 The DST will not review draft applications or submissions prior to receipt of finalised formal applications. 

6.1.5 The Indian company and the Israeli company will each submit their application to the respective agency (DST/MATIMOP) in their country. In order for an application to be considered as submitted on time, both companies should submit their application before the closing time on the due date.  The time of submission of the last applicant will be considered the official time for the submission of the joint application. 

6.1.6 The deadlines for submission of applications can be obtained from the DST/MATIMOP website (http://www.stic-dst.org or www.dst.gov.in). 

6.2 Language 

The working language is English although the Israeli side may make facilities available for assisting Hebrew-speaking participants.

A separate budget should be presented for each company's activities and should cover the entire duration of the project, as proposed. 

i4RD’s funding of the project, if approved, begins from the effective start date of the i4RD project, which can be no earlier than the date in which the final proposal approved by i4RD committee and signed by an authorized official of each company. Expenses incurred by the companies prior to the effective start date cannot be recognized by i4RD . 

2. Budget Preparation 

In the proposal, each company should prepare its budget in detailed fashion, using the prescribed format for each specific "Task Budget" and the format of the "Total Budget",
