INDO-VIETNAMESE PROGRAMME OF COOPERATION 
IN SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY

DEADLINE DATE 31 JANUARY 2007
The Indo-Vietnamese Programme of Cooperation in Science and Technology facilitates bilateral cooperation between the scientific communities of the two countries by way of joint research projects, bilateral workshops, seminars, exploratory visits of scientists and training of scientists and researchers. The Department of Science and Technology (DST), Ministry of Science & Technology of India and the Ministry of Science and Technology (MOST) of Vietnam are the nodal agencies in India and Vietnam respectively. 

Areas of cooperation:  Support is available to the following indicative scientific areas: 

· Biotechnology including Bio-informatics

· Material Science.

· Information Technology including High Performance Computation

· Science and Technology Management.

· Ocean Development and Oceanographic Research.

· Meteorology including Climate Research

· Pharmaceuticals & Medical Research

· Non-conventional Energy.

Who can apply: The joint application must include one principal investigator (PI) each in India and Vietnam. The PIs have the main responsibility for scientific and financial reporting which must be done annually before the next disbursement of funding. They are also responsible for the technical as well as administrative co-ordination of the project.

The principal Investigator (PI) and other investigators in India and Vietnam should be Scientists /faculty members working in regular capacity in Government recognized Universities/ Deemed Universities, Academic Institutes and National Research & Development Laboratories/ Institutes. The Indian PI should not be retiring during the proposed duration of the project.

Kind of support available: 
It is expected that participating institutes themselves make provision for the use of equipment, manpower, consumables, etc. However in deserving cases, incremental costs may also be considered on recommendations of the Project Assessment/ Expert Committees. Financial support available for the exchange visit component is as follows:

The sending side would provide return international airfare up to the city of arrival in the host country. The receiving side would arrange in-country travel of the visiting scientists from the capital city/ city of arrival to the place of the visiting institute by appropriate means and provide  local hospitality.
Processing: Copies of project proposals (in India 1 original plus 10 copies and in Vietnam 1 original and 10 copies) should be submitted in the prescribed format simultaneously to the agencies in India and Vietnam on or before the prescribed deadline.
